H Description

This waterproof/breathable dry suit is designed for paddling in a cold season
or area. The use of DRY-TEC (a material with a water pressure resistance of
30,000mm that was independently developed by Montbell for its Dry series)
and special patterns on the arms, back, and knees that were designed for
ease of movement give it excellent breathability, waterproofing, and mobility.
The dry suit also features a waterproof zipper on the opening, which ensures
a highly waterproof seal. With highly waterproof latex gaskets that cling
tightly to your skin at the collar and wrists, this dry suit has excellent
waterproofing properties.

Waterproof zipper (Back side)

By using superior airtight and waterproof zippers, a
high degree of waterproofing can be attained by
simply closing the zipper, making the dry suit easy to
put on and take off.

(OWhen putting on this product, make sure to expel excess air from the suit.
Vent air from the suit as much as possible by submersing yourself in the
water or crouching down, and opening slightly the latex gasket on the neck
by both hands. If enough air is not vented from this product, unvented air
can potentially obstruct your ability to swim and your ability to right your-
self. In serious cases, unvented air can become buoyant causing your
head and chest to submerge, which can potentially lead to drowning.

(OThis product was designed for kayaking, canoeing, and rafting. Do NOT use
this product for any other activity for which it was not designed, such as diving.

OBefore using this product, ensure that there are no tears in the latex
gaskets.

OAlthough the latex gaskets are highly waterproof, due to the nature of the
material, things such as deterioration, trapped hairs, and even creases
can result in leaks.

OAlthough the seam tape applied to the joints between the latex gaskets
and material has sufficient adhesive strength when used normally, it may
peel off if the portions to which it is attached are pulled with excessive
force. Do NOT apply excessive force to the product when using it.

(OThe gaskets used for this product are made of natural rubber which has
excellent elasticity and waterproof properties. Though rare, natural rubber
can cause allergic reactions. If any of the following symptoms develop,
stop use immediately and seek medical attention; itchiness, redness,
hives, swelling, fever, difficulty breathing, asthma like symptoms, low blood
pressure, or shock.

OThis dry suit has been designed to be in close contact with the skin in order to
maintain a tight, waterproof seal. For this reason, it is possible for skin rash/irritation
to develop when wearing the dry suit. When this occurs, applying Vaseline to the area
can reduce discomfort.

(OBefore putting on socks, remove small debris, such as stones or plant matter, from
inside the socks and shoes.

OAlways wear shoes to protect the socks.

B Directions

Open the zipper, and put on the product in the following order: start with your legs,
then the arms, and finally the head. Close the zipper securely. (In order to more
securely close or open zippers, it is recommended that two or more people be present).
When passing your head, hands, and feet through the openings, hold the gaskets open with
your hands.

*If you find that the latex gaskets fit too tightly, cut using a pair of ~
sharp scissors. To prevent tearing, be sure to cut clean edges (see O
X

figure on right).

A\ Waterproof zipper information

oPull slider slowly when opening or closing the waterproof zipper. If the slider is not pulled
properly along the line of the zipper, there are risks of the zipper teeth not engaging
properly which can lead to leaks and zipper damage.

eAlthough the zipper is highly waterproof, it's waterproofing properties cannot be maintained
unless it is properly stored and cared for.

eBefore opening or closing the zipper, check and remove small debris on the zipper, such as
sand or mud.

eDo NOT fold the dry suit excessively, as doing so may lead to leaks.

eAfter use, rinse off small debris, such as mud or sand, with soapy water.

eDuring transport and storage, keep the dry suit zipped and do NOT place heavy objects on
top of the dry suit.

e\When closing the zipper, if it is pulled to hard in a direction other than the path of the zipper,
it may not close properly. If this happens, reopen the zipper completely and reclose.

. c Improper care and storage can shorten the lifespan of this product.
are Follow the recommendations below to extend the lifespan of your product.

After use, wash with a mild soap and shade dry as soon as possible. Washing it properly to remove dirt,
river water, seawater, oil, etc., helps maintain the fabric's waterproof/breathable properties. After wash-
ing, rinse thoroughly. When the surface of the material begins to lose its ability to bead off water, use a
water repellent treatment to restore the fabric's water repellency and stain resistance. For waterproof
Zipper care, please see "Waterproof zipper information” above.

eLatex Care

Although the latex gaskets on the neck and wrists have excellent waterproofing, aging or
exposure to ultraviolet light may damage the natural rubber, causing tears and water leakage.
To slow the deterioration process, apply a protective treatment (sold separately) after washing.
Additionally, because the latex can fuse together, apply a protective treatment or baby powder
before storing for extended periods of time

H Storage

(OWhen storing, hang on a hanger and make sure that you do not bend or put pressure on
the waterproof zipper, chloroprene rubber, and latex parts.

OAfter use, do NOT place this product in places that are subject to high temperatures, such
as inside a car, while still wet. May cause the product to deteriorate quickly.

(OWhen storing for an extended period of time, store in a well ventilated, cool, dry place out
of direct sunlight.

H Warranty

Montbell’ s warranty covers all defects in materials and workmanship to the original owner, for the
lifetime of the product. If a product ever fails due to a manufacturing defect, Montbell will repair or
replace the product at our discretion. This warranty does not cover damage(s) caused by
accident, improper care, negligence, misuse, alterations or normal wear and tear. Damage(s) not
covered under warranty will be repaired at a reasonable rate. If you would like to make a warranty
inquiry, please contact Montbell Customer Service or the store of original purchase.

These parts can be repaired or replaced at a
reasonable rate, please contact Montbell Customer Service.
