H Description

This mesh backpack is great for beginners to shower climbing and can also be
used for other water activities. Dip coated mesh fabric that doesn't absorb water
is used on the sides of the backpack for effective draining, with the additional
benefit of reducing weight. Water also efficiently drains out through the drain
system installed on the bottom of the pack. The 40L pack is an excellent choice
for overnight trips and the 30L pack is more than enough for done in a day
excursions. When used with the waterproof "Light Dry Bag" series, this pack
enables the climber to keep their possessions completely dry.

@Adjustable Top Lid (40L model only)

Using the straps on the pack you can
reposition the top lid for better head
clearance when swimming is required.

® Meshed Bottom (Top Lid)

The bottom of the top lid uses a mesh fabric

for drainage.

© Compression Strap
The strap can be used for
carrying your gear outside
the pack, such as a rope,
and used to address
varying internal pack
volume.

OFront Pocket (40L model only)
A large pocket for carrying
climbing gear, such as a
helmet or rope.

@Dip Coated Mesh
This mesh doesn't absorb water,
keeping your pack light when wet.

@Back Panel Pad

A lightweight, removable pad has
excellent cushioning and can double
as a seat cushion.

Hydration Compatible

Hang the hydration
bladder from the loop
on the inside of the
back and slide it into
the pocket. Pull the
hose through the Hose
Port to the left or right,
depending on your
preference.

Hose Port

This pack is compatible with hydration bladders.

Pass the hose through
the loop on the
shoulder harness and
adjust the position of
the mouth piece. The
hose can also be
attached to the
sternum strap.

. c Improper care and storage of your backpack can shorten its lifespan.
al'e Follow the recommendations below to extend the lifespan of your backpack.

(OTo clean stains and soiling, lightly rinse off and use a mild soap with a sponge to brush away any
remaining residue. Rinse off and hang to dry in the shade.

OWater repellency will decrease over time. To restore water repellency, first clean any residues
from the fabric surface and then apply a water repellant spray (sold separately).

(ODo not dry clean or wash in a washing machine. These methods may damage the backpack’s

fabric.

* H Storage

(OStore in a well ventilated, cool, dry place.
(ODo not store together with corrosive materials.
